TRUSTEE MATTER 

 
MANSTONE RECREATION GROUND 
A letter had been received from the Secretary of Sidmouth Town AFC reporting that in 
order for them to negotiate with various agencies with regard to funding to complete 
some of the necessary improvements required to enter the peninsula league they required 
a minimum of 10 years left on any lease they may have.  The current lease they had with 
the Town Council expires on the 31st December 2015. 
 
Members were asked whether it was the Council‟s wish that a new lease be granted 
possibly ending on the 31st December 2022 thereby giving them the ten years they 
required.
